Crime Stoppers of Wichita-Sedgwick County approved over $1,000 in rewards for anonymous tipsters at 

the April Advisory Committee meeting.  Anonymous tips led to multiple felony warrant arrests as well as 

an arrest involving drug sales. 

 

The COVID - 19 pandemic has not slowed the number of tips that are received, but it has temporarily 

changed some of the processes involving Crime Stoppers.  Our program continues to provide 

anonymous tips to our local law enforcement officials, but resolutions to tips may be delayed.   Crime 

Stoppers members are also temporarily meeting by using video conferencing.
